ACCEPTED BY TREX

The following materials must be
clean, dry, & free of food residue:

e PALLET WRAP & STRETCH FILM

e PLASTIC FILM BAGS
(grocery bags, bread bags, dry
cleaning bags, produce bags, ice
bags, newspaper sleeves)

e PLASTIC SHIPPING ENVELOPES
(do not include paper envelopes)

e ZIPLOCK BAGS & OTHER
RESEALABLE BAGS

e CEREAL BOX LINERS

e CASE OVERWRAP (such as plastic
product wrap that water bottles
& toilet paper come in)

e BUBBLE WRAP
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NOT ACCEPTED BY TREX

Trex only uses plastic film (think stretchy &
thin) for their products, so any other types
of materials cannot be accepted such as:

e NO FOIL WRAPPERS
(such as things that make a hard crinkle
sound, like candy wrappers & chip bags)

e NO FRUIT NETTING
e NO STYROFOAM

e NO NAPKINS

e NO RECEIPTS

e NO LATEX GLOVES
e NO STRAWS

e NO PLASTIC BOXES OR HARD PLASTIC
PACKAGING

e NO PET FOOD BAGS

e NO WET OR FOOD CONTAMINATED
BAGS
(these produce odor in the bins & is
unsanitary for us to handle)

Please DISCARD these items in your
garbage bin, and consider reusable options
to reduce waste!

HOW IT WORKS

WHERE: The Environmental
Department brings the plastic film
deposited in Trex bins to local retailers
who are officially partnered with Trex.
These retailers bale the plastics and
ship them to Trex’s facility in Virginia.

HOW: Trex uses the plastic film to
create their high-composite porch and
decking materials.

WHY: To divert thousands of pounds of
plastic waste from landfills, and to offer
environmentally responsible outdoor
products.*
